Classes are…
( located at Trinity Church of the Nazarene at 7301 South Walker Ave., Oklahoma City, OK  73139 (just off I-240 on Walker).
( one hour long (except for the 4-5 year old class which is 30 minutes), twice a month, with a maximum of 15 students of similar ages.

( held on Fridays within the times of 9:00 and 12:00.  (Specific class times and days will be arranged in August.)

Each child enrolled will have 14 classes over an 8 month period, starting in September, taking December off, and finishing in April.  

Cost:

4-5 year olds (30 minute class) $40.00 per year

Ages 6 and up (one hour class) $81.00 per year

PLUS a supply fee estimated at $5.00, due the first day of class.  

(The exact amount of the supply fee will be unknown until the materials are actually purchased and the total divided evenly among the students.)

Due Dates:

A $20.00 down payment is required to hold your spot.  

Half of the balance is due by July 1; the other half is due the first day of class in September.  

All payments are non-refundable unless the class is cancelled by us.  

(Classes that do not reach the required minimum enrollment will be cancelled.  

In an effort to avoid having to cancel classes, we will try to shuffle ages around a bit. Please be patient and flexible as we try to accommodate everyone.)

There is no cut-off date for enrollment; it's simply first come, first serve.  The later you are, the more likely the class will be full or you'll be shuffled around to other age groups to find a spot.

The basic curriculum for the 2006-2007 L.I.G.H.T. school year is listed below.

Classes will be arranged according to these age groups providing minimum enrollment is obtained.

4-5’s:  Semesters 1 and 2- Seven Basics of Art

Teaches the basic concepts that lead to skilled artwork:  line, shape, color, value, texture, form, and space.

6-7’s:  Semesters 1 and 2- Mixed Media

Gives students the opportunity to experience a variety of media:  pencil, colored pencil, marker, watercolor, pastels, and sculpture.  Curriculum includes studying recognized works in each medium.

8-10’s:  Semester 1- Beginning Drawing

Teaches how to see things differently so they can be drawn more accurately.   Uses colored pencil, marker, and charcoal.  


  Semester 2- Mixed Media

Improves skill in the previously introduced media:  pencil, colored pencil, marker, and charcoal.  Curriculum includes studying recognized works in each medium.

11-(’s:  Semester 1- Beginning Drawing

Teaches how to see things differently so they can be drawn more accurately.   Uses colored pencil, marker, and charcoal.  


   Semester 2- Drawing

An in-depth drawing course where skills learned in Beginning Drawing are practiced thoroughly and shading is developed.  Uses pencil, charcoal, and pastels.
